The International Conference on the

Muslim-Christian Dialogue held in Al

Salam Rotana Hotel in Khartoum from

July 4th to July 6th 2007 under the theme

"Sustainability of Peace and Enhancement

of National Unity" with distinguished

representatives from friendly countries.
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The Conference deliberated on scientific

and academic issues that raised the

concern of the participants and requires

their counsel in realizing the conference

objectives for complete peaceful and

religious coexistence. The total number of

papers were twenty two, including those

from scholars from Africa, Arab world,

Europe and America as applied models for

Muslim-Christian understanding and

coexistence.
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The observations are as follows: :

1. To deepen the understanding of the
coexistence between Muslims and
Christians, and make them realize
their role in the permanent social
coexistence.

2. To enhance the role of mosques and
churches in encouraging the spirit of
religious coexistence and
communication.

3. To reject the spirit of violence and
religious extremism built on
eliminating the humanistic role in
life.

4. To deepen the ethical values and
fight against the moral corruption.

5. To achieve common understanding
and national unity based on shared
principles for a healthy environment
that enhances human dignity and
being.
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The outcomes of the conference are as
follows: :

• A clear understanding of the other,
according to their religions.

• Religious coexistence becomes a

tangible truth and real necessity called
for by proper sense and belief in Allah
as God and Deity. Coexistence of
Humanity symbolizes the real picture
of godliness on earth.

• The conference calls for a charter on

religious coexistence in Sudan that
respects the fundamental teachings of
Islam and Christianity and rejects
extremism and apostasy.

• To create a mechanism and framework •
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for religious dialogue among the
followers of the heavenly religions to
realize optimum coexistence.

• All respective countries to show
concern for the security and stability of
their neighbors especially in relation to
ethnic and religious affiliations.

• To call for cooperation among the
believers and religious institutions in
the world to promote and support the
beliefs to strengthen peace and unity.

• To resist all kinds of terrorism in their

official and non-official forms and
rejection of any irregular
commandment on our religions and
domestic affairs because they serve
personal interests of others and to
acknowledge the rights of people to
defend themselves, according to
international charters.

• The conference urge that voluntary and
non-governmental organizations should
not be used in inciting conflict within
the existing religious communities such
as in Darfur, Ivory Coast, Nigeria and
Ethiopia.

• To show concern on media houses to
stop the negative and strange
phenomena, which contributes to the
braking of the social and religious
bonds of the countries in the region, by
considering the Muslim/Christian
messages to Avoid non-productive and
divisive arguments.

• To respect religious and cultural
diversity in Sudan, and to promote

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sustainable peace and enhancement of
national unity, to stand against any
political group that seeks to exploit and
divide us and to call for a higher
culture of peace, mutual respect and
acknowledgment of the rights of others.

• To create a healthy environment for
religious coexistence among the
different groups, to enable the
communities to benefit in coexistence
and forgiveness.

• The conference appreciates the role of
the Government of Sudan and its
people, Muslims, Christians, in using
the pattern of diversity for peaceful
coexistence.

• The conference calls for inclusion of
religious coexistence and dialogue in
the educational curriculum, of the
country instill the values of forgiveness
and coexistence in the new generation.

• To emphasize clear conformity to basic
human rights and acknowledge
diversity of religious multi-cultural,
show concern for political reform and
peaceful transfer of political authority
as of a religious realizations principle
in the nation.

• The conferees urge governmental and
nongovernmental to play a pioneering
role in strengthening coexistence,
peace and unity.

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• The conferees urge the opposing
parties in Darfur to put an end to
violence and resort to peaceful and
positive dialogue.
